Schakowsky and House Democrats Send Letter to AlG on Possible Lawsuit Against the American Taxpay

“I'm shocked to see AlG running commercials, celebrating its repayment of taxpayer-funded
loans, and then turning around and slapping these same taxpayers in the face by considering
joining this lawsuit. It is the American taxpayers and the federal government that are
responsible for AlG’s existence today. | urge AlG not to join the lawsuit and instead to work to
earn back the trust of the American public.”
